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February TNR and Support Activity 

We had 11 spays and 7 neuters for a total of 18 kittens/cats altered in February.  There were 11 fosters (including one neuter by the adopter), and seven feral cats altered.  When we are not trapping in the winter we have changed our attention to stray cats that have been rescued/taken in by concerned citizens.  Emma, the cat that Elizabeth rescued, went to her forever home Feb 27th.  Both Katie and Destiny have been placed in their forever homes after having been returned by their original adopter.
The bake sale at the Moncton Hospital was very successful, netting $833.59 after paying for the venue.  A big thank you goes out to Kelly for organizing the sale and also to all the people who baked so many tasty treats and helped to pack and transport the food and man the tables on the sale day.
We are currently doing another food drive.  Food can be dropped off at Adriaan’s Cycle Service on Church St., Maritime Animal Hospital on West Main or the Shediac Veterinary clinic on Main St. in Shediac.  Big thank you to Elaine and her contacts at the local radio stations for their support of the drive!
We have two huge baskets, one for Mother’s Day and one for Father’s Day, ready to be raffled.   There will not be a lot of time to sell tickets on these as Mother’s day is less than two months away, so we will need everybody to take a turn at ticket sales when called.

Financial Stuff

In February we received $2992.40 in donations with receipts, which included a donation of $1093.40 from Medavie/Blue Cross raised during their casual Fridays. We also got $356.85 in donations without receipts, $100 from the sale of raffle tickets and $466.75 from the begging jars. The bake sale at TMH took in $974.84 before expenses and we received a gift in kind valued at $46.97.  Expenses included $3375.64 in vet expenses and $402.80 in volunteer mileage.   This means the cash received exceeded expenses by $1112.40.  We are currently raffling a privacy screen for cat boxes crafted by Sue and Kelly has assembled wonderful Mothers’ Day and Fathers’ Day baskets for raffling.
