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September TNR and Support Activity 

In October we did 12 spays and 12 neuters and one very sick kitten had to be euthanized.  We were fortunate that Oulton’s was able to do four cats for us, and Maritime and Elmwood gave us as many appointments as they could manage.  We stopped live trapping at the end of October as we cannot spay in the wintertime; since their tummies are shaved the female cats would not be able to withstand the cold after surgery.  We can’t continue to trap because if we caught a female, we would have to let her go and she would likely be so trap shy we would never be able to catch her again.  In a few colonies, some of the animals are tame enough to handle, so if they can be hand-caught, some of the males may be altered over the winter.  We took in several kittens from the feral colonies and most of them have been spoken for.   Fanny is dealing with a colony that has a lot of medical problems.  One little girl kitten from that colony is suffering from FIP, a disease that is fatal in most cases, but she is doing well in foster care and we hope she will be one of the exceptions that beats the odds.    

We are selling tickets on the Bath and Beauty basket with a draw date of Dec 20 which makes it an appealing Christmas gift idea.  Some of our begging boxes have not been producing as well as the handmade jars did, so Joanna had an idea to attract attention.  She got folk artist Paul McFadden to make some very appealing wooden cats that we have attached to some of the boxes to see if they will generate more revenue that way.  You can see the wooden kitties at J’s Pet Feeds and Needs, Global Pet Food, Community Animal Hospital, Fisher’s Petrocan and Harlequin.   Paul gave us the cats for the cost of materials and is willing to make more if they are effective.

Financial Stuff
In the month of October, we took in $1279 in donations with receipts, which included $379 in volunteer mileage returned to us.   We also took in $821.02 from the begging boxes.  This included $375.48 that Andi collected during a promotion at the Press Club.   We sold $274 worth of tickets on the basket and got a $200 donation in kind (the folk art cats from Paul).  Our vet expenses were $1940.86 and we spent $107.99 on kitten food for our fosters.
